	Who do we contact to get SLED login information?

	Who should I contact to have my SLED login credentials resent to me?

	Is the Roster Verification page drawing directly from SLED in real time, or is it a snapshot as of a certain time?
	The data are both pulled from the daily feed files from the DCSTARS and ProActive systems which are loaded into SLED overnight. Consequently, data in SLED and in the DC CAS Verification Roster are current as of the previous day. Additionally, SLED posts the date to which the data are current: on the main enrollment page, there is text at the top right corner that tells the user the date that the data reflects (“Data current as of _______”)

	Can the roster be exported to Excel for review?
	Yes. Please see the DC CAS Roster Verification Guide or Webinar slide deck instructions for downloading the roster to an Excel or CSV file. Those documents can be found at the following address:

	Data Source Questions

	How is information about students with disabilities populated in SLED?
	SLED receives information about students with disabilities from the Specialized Education Data System (SEDS) on a daily basis.

	What is the source for the Direct Certification indicator?

	The source for the Direct Certification indicator is the Income Maintenance Administration’s Temporary Assistance for Needy Families program file that OSSE receives. If the student in SLED matches a student in the IMA TANF file, the student’s direct certification status will be “Yes.”

	How is lunch data calculated for schools with a community designation?
	For DC CAS accountability purposes, all students at a school with a community designation are considered economically disadvantaged, and are included in the economically disadvantaged subgroup.

	Should we verify our adult program students?
	[bookmark: _GoBack]Yes, all students on your roster, including adults, students in non-tested grades, and students taking the DC CAS-Alt should be verified to ensure that all students appear correctly, and that no students are appearing in incorrect schools, grades, etc.

	How do we designate students who should not test, or students who are testing outside their regular grade?
	If an LEA requires additional materials for students who may be taking off-grade exams, the LEA should utilize the DC CAS short order process. If your LEA receives materials for students who should not test, the LEA should not use the materials; return them unopened with the other testing materials, and resolve the accountability implications in the appeals process in May/June.

	Do you have any tips for reviewing the data?
	LEAs may choose to review the data however they choose. Downloading the roster into an Excel or CSV file may be useful for LEAs that would like to apply multiple filters or otherwise manipulate the data for easier consumption. Please just keep in mind that all changes to student records must be made in the system of record (LEA Student Information System or SEDS) for updates to reflect in SLED.
